OPERATION GRAPPLE – WE WERE THERE
19 FEBRUARY – 1 MAY

Photographic portraits of nineteen New Zealand nuclear test 
veterans who participated in Operation Grapple, the code name 
for a nuclear testing programme in the Pacific from 1957-58. 
Photographed in their own homes, we see the veterans 60 years 
later after being exposed to extreme conditions, accompanied 
by their stories. Photographer Denise Baynham tells this story of 
New Zealand history, to honour and recognise those who served 
at Operation Grapple and the legacy left for generations to come.

MAIANGI WAITAI: ĀTEA-Ā-RANGI—INTERSTELLAR

Bursting with bright colours, magical symbols and cross-cultural 
characters, Maiangi Waitai is all about exploring the mysteries 
of the universe. In this exhibition, Maiangi re-imagines oral 
history traditions related to the Matariki constellation. Creating a 
superhero figure for each star, complete with its own packaging, 
she shows us a unique way to consider some of the ideas 
celebrated in Aotearoa New Zealand during the Māori New Year.

TE HONO WAI – WHERE WATERS MEET 
SCULPTURE BY JO TORR
9 JULY – 4 SEPTEMBER

The exhibition titled Te Hono Wai – Where Waters Meet is a 
metaphor for peoples meeting and cultural exchange. Waters 
meet at an estuary with freshwater meeting saltwater, one 
culture interacting with another through an ebb and flow of 
understanding and misunderstanding, ultimately affecting change 
on both parties. This exhibition highlights encounters between 
Māori and European in the early 19th century both here in the Bay 
of Islands, and in England.
